QUALITY ASSURANCE

POLICY STATEMENT

FOR

BOARDING HOUSES

This statement is linked to the school’s QA policy and should be viewed within that context and not in isolation of it.

The school will carry out quality assurance of the National Care Standards (NCS) and How Good Is Our School (HGIOS) in line with school policy.

There is a calendar for self evaluation and quality assurance.

The school will self evaluate and quality assure 4 NCS per year.
Each NCS will be quality assured using evidence which will be identified and incorporated in the quality assurance cover form.
Each HoM will retain a folder for the NCS being quality assured along with the necessary evidence.

Thereafter documentation will be collated by a designated HoM.

Once completed by the end of the academic session, copies of the NCS check sheets will be collated and filed and retained by DHT (P&G).

All parents and staff are asked to complete evaluation sheets annually. All returns are collated and feedback contributes to any necessary action points.

Pupils are selected randomly to complete evaluation forms once per term.

The purpose for the programme is to ensure best practice and to meet the criteria of the NCS.

This will identify areas of strength and areas for development.

The latter will be incorporated in to the boarding houses’ development plans for action in the short, medium or long term.
The development plans will be part of the school’s development plan.

The House Master/Mistress (HoMs) will be responsible for carrying out self evaluation, quality assurance in line with agreed guidelines and keep staff and pupils informed, included and involved at all times.

HoMs will work in partnership with DHT(P&G) and SMT at all times to ensure that self evaluation and quality assurance is carried out with rigour.

The programme will be reviewed annually.
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
